
During my younger days 
as a Bible quizzer with my 
church’s team we had this 
concept at competitions 
called “Grace.” What it 
essentially meant was 
when you gave an answer 
that was correct but not 
exactly what the proctor 
wanted, time would be 
stopped and the answer 
considered. At practices 
we would study all the 
literal answers to the ques-
tions, so “correct” answers 
should have always been 
given. Unfortunately some 
of us just weren’t as good 
as others at memorizing 
things verbatim. If the 
proctor decided to accept 
the response, “Grace” was 
called and the point was 
awarded. “Grace” came to 
mean receiving something 
positive, even if we didn’t 
really deserve it. 

I don’t know who gave 
Camp Grace its name, but 
whoever it was knew what 
they were doing. The 
longer I serve with Camp 
Grace, the more I see God 
working through the camp; 
not because of us, but in 
spite of us.  He really does-
n’t need our help, yet God 
allows us to be part of His 
work and to be used by 
Him. We had another great 
year at camp, not because 
of what we did, but be-
cause of what He is doing. 
We have done nothing to 
earn the blessings God has 
given us; it is by His grace 
alone that we can continue. 

2009 could be a record-

breaking year for Camp 
Grace. Our theme was 
“Where’s Your Treasure?” 
with the theme verse being 
Luke 12:34. We began the 
season with our largest 
teen camp on record; forty-
seven campers.  The 
speaker addressed the 
young people about values, 
priorities and relationships. 
During small group time 
(which we called Treasure 
Hunting) the staff encour-
aged the campers to exam-
ine how God fit into these 
three areas of their lives, 
among others. 

Intermediate I brought us 
eighteen campers while 
Junior Camp introduced us 
to thirty-six more campers, 
many of whom were first 
time attendees. Anne 
Mickleson took on the 
challenge of engaging 
these young and active 
minds by talking to our 
campers about finding 
their value in Jesus. We are 
God’s treasure, and that is 
no small claim! 

Intermediate II is tradition-
ally our largest camp, and 
this year was no exception. 
Sixty campers means there 
are no unoccupied beds on 
the grounds.�That is not 
only a bit out of the ordi-
nary; that could be a Camp 
Grace first. However, if 
sixty campers mean no 
unoccupied beds, sixty-
three campers mean we 
have to assemble one more 
bunk for some staff and 
place it in a foyer, and the 
director has to sleep on a 

couch; which is precisely 
what happened! God is 
good! The week also saw 
the return of another for-
mer staff member as 
speaker. Sam Dose, from 
Roland, Iowa, brought his 
family to camp (both his 
wife and toddler son’s first 
“camp” experience) to aid 
him in sharing what God 
had laid on his heart for 
this massive group. 

It was a great year for 
Camp Grace, one filled 
with many changes. As we 
look to the 2010 camping 
season we can already see 
a lot of exciting possibili-
ties. We are looking for-
ward to working with a 
new missionary that the 
American Missionary Fel-
lowship has recently 
placed on the field. We are 
changing the face of the 
programming by combin-
ing Intermediate I and 
Junior camps into one lar-
ger camp. And finally, we 
are in the process of as-
sembling a summer mis-
sions team that will be able 
to dedicate an entire sum-
mer to Camp Grace and 
other ministry opportuni-
ties like Grace. Please con-
tinue to pray for the camp, 
its staff, and most impor-
tantly, its campers as the 
year progress. Thank you 
for the prayers you have 
already sent up. God is 
doing great things with 
Camp Grace. Thank you 
for your part in His work!
